Background to the project  
 
As part of media studies at Mold Alun School, Rachel Edwards developed a short 
film aimed at raising awareness amongst young people not to use mobile phones 
in cars whilst driving and the consequences of taking a call whilst inside a 
vehicle. 
 
Film was seen by NWP Community Beat Manager Carol Twells who got in touch 
with Denise Edwards from Flintshire Neighbourhood Watch Association (FNWA).  
 
I received a call from Denise who asked if I would be interested in becoming a 
volunteer of the YF-factor youth volunteering programme that FNWA runs, which 
engages young people to help keep Flintshire a Safer Country for us all and 
would I be willing to further develop this my script and filming to create a toolkit. I 
was really pleased to be given this opportunity to work with FNWA, they provided 
me with access to their IT equipment, use of cameras and technical editing 
equipment. Engaged partner agencies such as North Wales Police including a 
Territorial Inspector and Sergeant from the Road accident unit, North Wales Fire 
& Rescue Service, including Fire Officers and a Chief of Fire Services and North 
Wales Ambulance Service. I was also provided with guidance and support that 
helped in the final production of the toolkit “Dying to take the call”. 
 
My reason for doing this was that I wished to help reduce the number of 
accidents and the severity of injuries aimed at young drivers. 
 
My film features a young couple arguing in the home. You will see a tragic scene 
of a young couple who row and the consequences of using a mobile phone whilst 
driving. The mock up scene shows a fatality which happened because the driver 
chose to answer a call on her mobile phone. 
 
I wanted to make a difference in reducing road acci dents and I believed it 
could save someone’s life. 
 
Denise got in touch with Dave Evans from Crimebeat, to see if the High Sheriff 
would be interested in investing some of the Crimebeat funds to help with the 
costs of the project and help in getting this Young people’s road safety message 
to enable the filming to become a community DVD toolkit. 
 
Crimebeat asked me questions such as:- 
 
  “ How will you do it? Sut ewch chi ati I wneud hynny? ” 
I knew that with the help and support of FNWA and its resources and links to 
other partner agencies, I could achieve this. 
 



 

 

   
 

 
“ Who will benefit? Pwy yn elwa ohono?” 
 

I told them “Young people and especially young drivers” by providing a short 
sharp message of the consequences of using a mobile phone whilst driving. 
 
I was asked:- 
 

 “ Why do you think this project is important?  
Pam mae’r     prosiect hwn yn bwysig yn eich barn c hi?” 

The statistics show that the likelihood of having a car crash under the age of 25 
is very high and hopefully this presentation will educate the young drivers of the 
dangers of such actions whilst driving. Involving the emergency services having 
to deal with incidents and the severity of injuries that is sustained purely due to a 
lack of care and concentration. 
 
I hope this DVD will educate young drivers and encourage them not to use 
mobile phones whilst driving, subsequently reducing the number of road traffic 
collisions and ultimately saving lives. 
 
I was asked:- 
 
 “How long will the project last and where will your  project take place? 
          Beth fydd hyd y prosiect & Lle fydd y pro siect yn digwydd? 
My answer was “The DVD/toolkit can be utilized for any period of time” and it has 
been filmed in conjunction with a School Media Project, with the help and support 
of Mr Ashton, Head of Media Studies at Mold Alun School. This toolkit can be 
used in Schools, Youth Clubs, Youth Forums and youth events and with 
agencies such as FNWA, NWF&RS and NWP not only direct at young people but 
also parents and grandparents. 
 
 
How much money have you spent and what on? 
 
£500 from Crimebeat & £1,500 from Flintshire Neighbourhood Watch Association 
has been spent on: 
 
 

- Producing the film  – Buying and using the recording and editing 
equipment in order for the film to be produced. 

- Publicity  (posters, advertising etc) in order for my DVD/toolkit to be 
utilised and used to pass on this short sharp message to my target 
audience
