These are the mainstay of our deliverance, without them we would not have remained active in Flintshire for the last 23 years helping the Community Safety Partners of supporting people and neighbourhoods to feel safer. in promoting the aims of the Association, and make a real difference to many and they are all unpaid. They are opening to the needs of learning new skills and responsibilities in their governance role and represent us at Locally, Regional and National level. Our Governors have won awards and recognition for how they contribute to building a safe secure environment that embraces diversity, race, faith & spans generations and are supportive to vulnerable people, neighbours and responds to concerns of people to enable them to be and feel safer, secure and respected.

The voluntary sector plays a hugely significant role in our society; and their passion for their work is reflected from a wide range of backgrounds, views and experience. Our Board includes people who are still working as well as those who are not, it is equal and considerate in encouraging a representation from all over Flintshire.

Trustees are the people in charge of a charity. They may be called trustees, directors, board members, governors or committee members, but they are the people with ultimate responsibility for directing the business of the charity.  They are often the unsung heroes, playing a vital role, volunteering their time, working together to make the decisions that really matter about the charity's finances, activities and plans for the future.
