Aims of Bws Leuenctid Y-Ffactor/Y-Factor Youth Bus

The key aim was to identify young people at risk of using arson or undertaking criminal damage, and
encourage them to join in a distraction community activity which will develop their personal skills.

1st stage - seeking the unit

Finding the funding and purchasing the vehicle, this included presentations to local businesses and
partner agencies to seek funds to help in the acquiring of a unit.

2nd stage - consulting and campaign awareness

Consulting and raising awareness of the crime prevention project. This was undertaken with a plan
of events that took the unit and campaign around Flintshire, during the summer and winter months.
It was particularly active with school initiatives helping conduct environmental visual audits, clean
ups and developing Eco Watch Rangers.

4th Stage - Wales Arson Reduction Co-ordinator visi  ts

October 2008 internal conversion starts. Nick Dodd came to visit to view the unit
and meet those involved and to ensure it would meet the standards. A number of
site visits were carried out during this process to inspect progress of work and
update the tasking group.

Nick asked if we could utilise a piece of artwork that had been created through a
previously funded project and this was sent to us for use on the external livery of
the unit.

5th Stage - External Livery (2nd year of funding)

January—February 2009 the campaign awareness is raised and Calais Smith, another unemployed young person who
was employed through the project and led on the co-ordination of the Design Challenge. The details of the challenge

were circulated to all schools, youth clubs and community groups in Flintshire to encourage youth participation and for
them to understand the campaign message of Young People, Building Respect, Caring for our Schools & Environment

February 2009 - The Right Honourable Lord Barry Jones PC, 2 Assembly Ministers, Youth Services, Children and
Young People’s Partnership, NWP Police Cadets, Community Safety Partnership Sgt, High Sheriff of Crimebeat,
Director of Lifelong Learning, FLVC, young people and FNWA team with Sandra Williams, North Wales Arson
Group project promote the Design Challenge with the help of Local Businessman.

April 2009 - Finished Designs were received, many to a very high standard. They were then with the judging of people
from the above partnership were shortlisted to our top ten favourite designs and sent off to the judging panel.
