This really caught the eye and
imaginations of the pupils
who, with old police

hats, truncheons and
handcuffs, sat in the vehicle
and travelled through time into
the memories of their
grandparents. They enjoyed
experiencing the vehicle, in
the driving seat and climbing
into the back. It proved a
huge success. The
magistrates came over at the
end of the day who were also
interested in the rare sight.
This vehicle is a way in which
to catch the attention of
people of all ages and
backgrounds to come
together to enjoy and build
bridges through something

fun , interesting and different.
We hope our Y-kop unit will
make another appearance
soon, this time with all of its
finishing touches. It truly will
be a sight to be seen.

It is illegal to use a hand-held
mobile phone when driving.
Yet surveys show that more
than 25% of drivers admit to

doing it and there are ......
Crashes ....... Mth/year.

Statistics show that the

likelihood of having a car
crash under the age of 25 is
very high.

As part of my Media Studies
at Mold Alun School, |
developed a film which was
aimed to raise awareness
amongst young people not to
use mobile phones in cars
whilst driving, and the
consequences.

My film was seen by NWP
Community Beat Manager
Carol Twells contacted
Denise Edwards from
Flintshire .  Neighbourhood
Watch Association (FNWA).

| received a call from Denise
who asked if | would be
interested in becoming a
volunteer of the YF-factor
youth volunteering
programme that FNWA runs.
Its aim is to engage young
people to help keep Flintshire
a Safer Country for us all.

| was really pleased to be
offered this opportunity and
work with FNWA, North Wales
Fire & Rescue Service and
North Wales Police. My
reason for doing this was that
| wished to help reduce the
accidents and the severity of
injuries aimed at young
drivers. | wanted to make a
difference in reducing road
accidents and | believed it
could save someone’s life.
My film features a young
couple arguing in the home. It
contains a tragic scene of a
fatality which happened when
the driver answered a call on
her mobile phone, purely due
to lack of concentration whilst
driving.

The aim of my DVD is to
educate young drivers and
encourage them not to use

mobile phones whilst driving,
subsequently reducing the
number of road traffic
collisions and ultimately
saving lives. | believe that this
project was extremely
successful and has benefited
greatly to giving out the
message of not using mobile
phones whilst driving.
Therefore, it has educated not
only young drivers but parents
and grandparents to think
again before accepting a call
whilst inside a vehicle, which
could also save a life.

This toolkit can be used in
Schools, Youth Clubs and
with agencies such as FNWA,
NWF&RS and NWP not only
be directed at young people
but also parents and
grandparents who can
educate others as well as
themselves.
